National Lab Day 

Volunteer Supervisor Authorization Form

National Lab Day (NLD), more than just a day, is a nationwide initiative to build local communities of support that will foster ongoing collaborations among volunteers, students, and educators.  The objective of NLD is to leverage existing relationships with local schools, serving as STEM resources to Cleveland area educators, and to inspire the next generation of explorers for NASA and medical professionals for the Cleveland Clinic.  The Professional Volunteer is to be thought of a resource to the educator.

Expectations:

1) Professional volunteers will communicate with the adopted educator.  They may do so via school visits, phone, email, Skype, WebEx, NASA Digital Learning Network, or a combination.  The volunteer will engage the educator’s classroom no less than one time.   The volunteer will engage in:  1)  An introductory meeting with the educator (can be done in person or using electronic communication, 2)  the classroom with the educator - a minimum of one time,  and 3)  be present on May 19 during the final investigation presentation at NASA Glenn.
2) A NLD culminating event will be held at NASA Glenn on May 19, 2011, tentatively between 8:30 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.  Professional volunteers need to attend the symposium at NASA Glenn when the adopted educator and school team presents their findings.  A map and schedule will be sent, from the GRC Educational Programs Office, to the volunteer prior to May 19, 2011.
The requirements to be a volunteer are:

· Your supervisor must authorize your participation by filling out this form.

· Maintain the highest degree of professionalism.

· Attend a brief orientation session, March 10 or 11, 2011 (time:  TBD), which will cover the protocol of the program.  Attendance at the orientation may take place in person or electronically via teleconference line, Skype, or Illuminate.
· Commit to the entire volunteering term: March 10 – May 19, 2011.
