STEMsation! is a project with three components:  Exploration, Engagement, and Research.  Exploration provides for raising awareness of STEM careers.  Engagement opens up a unique opportunity for STEM personnel who presented careers in the classroom to return to the classroom to serve as reviewers of student projects.  Doing so allows the STEM professional to develop a relationship within the education community.  Lastly, Research replaces what was once called National Lab Day.   STEM personnel will serve as STEM mentors to educators and as knowledge base resources to students.  

The objective of STEMsation! is to leverage existing relationships with local schools, serving as STEM resources to Cleveland area educators, and to inspire the next generation of explorers for NASA and medical professionals for the Cleveland Clinic.  The Subject Matter Expert (professional volunteer) is to be thought of as a resource to the educator and to students.

Expectations:

1) Subject Matter Experts (SME) will communicate with educators.  They may do so via school visits, phone, email, Skype, or a combination.   Dependent upon your selected level of involvement, the SME will present their career at the Great Lakes Science Center or in a classroom (February), engage in providing student project feedback in an educator’s classroom no less than one time, or engage in an educator’s classroom as time permits serving as an information resource and STEM assistance from March – May 18, 2012.   SME’s can elect to serve in more than one component of the project.
2) A STEMsation! celebration event will be held on May 18, 2012, tentatively between 8:45 a.m. and 3:00 p.m. at the Cleveland Clinic (downtown location).  Professional volunteers need to attend the celebration when the adopted educator and school team present their findings.  A map and schedule will be sent, from the GRC Educational Programs Office, to the SME prior to May 18, 2012.
The requirements to be an SME are:

· Your supervisor must authorize your participation by filling out this form.

· Maintain the highest degree of professionalism.

· Attend a brief orientation session, which will cover the protocol of the program.  Attendance at the orientation may take place in person or by teleconference.
