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1.0 Purpose

2.0 Scope

The general requirements within this WI apply to NASA IV&V personnel who are responsible for participating in the review and selection of OSMA SARP Research Initiatives.  These requirements are applicable whenever a proposal for research is received in response to the solicitation and will be considered for award by the SARP Evaluation Panel (SEP).

3.0 Definitions and Acronyms
Official NASA IV&V roles and terms are defined in the Quality Manual.  Specialized definitions identified in this WI are defined below.
3.1 Evaluators
Evaluators for SARP proposals can include members of the SEP; representatives of NASA Centers, Facilities, or Programs; the Software Working Group (SWG); Software Assurance Working Group (SAWG); and other relevant NASA personnel.
3.2 Proposer
A Proposer is an individual who submits a research proposal in response to a SARP research solicitation.

3.3 SARP Evaluation Panel (SEP)
The SEP makes the recommendation to fund proposals for new and renewed initiatives submitted in response to the SARP research solicitation.
3.4 Software Working Group (SWG) and Software Assurance Working Group (SAWG) 
The SWG and SAWG are NASA-wide working groups that assist in the evaluation of proposals submitted to the OSMA SARP.
