NON-ROUTINE SECURITY SUPPORT SERVICES GENERAL INFORMATION

3.1
Annex Description

This Annex identifies the process by which the Government can order

non-routine cost-reimbursable IDIQ services under this Contract.  

3.1.1 Services Acquired Under this Annex

Under this Annex, the Government may acquire a broad range of services within the general scope of this Contract.  Services of a type similar to those described in Annexes 1 and 2, subject to the IDIQ order limitations specified in Section B.4, shall be construed as within the scope of this Contract. 

3.1.2 Task Ordering Procedure

The process by which the CO may issue task orders for cost-reimbursable IDIQ work is described in Section H.6.  The CO’s request for a task plan in accordance with paragraph (b) of Section H.6 does not create an obligation by the Government to issue a task order.

3.1.3 Cost Estimates

The Contractor shall use the loaded labor rates in Section B.5 to develop the cost proposals required for each task plan.  Each task plan shall identify the estimated quantity, rates, and proposed cost of each labor classification the Contractor believes to be required to complete the task order.  Each task plan shall also identify the estimated types, quantities, and cost of all material and other direct costs.  For all proposed direct costs, the Contractor shall provide the basis of its estimate.  For each task order, the Government reserves the right to conduct factfinding and discussions as required to reach agreement on a reasonable estimated cost (direct or indirect) and fee.
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
