3)
Make sure your appliances and heating and cooling systems
are properly maintained. 4) And study your family'slighting
needs and use patterns, paying specia
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atention to high-use areas. Once you've determined where
your homeislosing energy, assign prioritiesto your energy
needs, Make smart purchases and home improvementsthat
maximize energy efficiency and save the most money.
