NASA experts will discuss the Gravity Probe B (GP-B)
launch, spacecraft and mission objectives at 1 p.m. Friday,
April 2. The briefing will cover the origins, experimental
methods, technology, mission operations and science of
GP-B. The mission will test two important predictions of
Albert Einstein's general theory of relativity. The 18-month
mission is scheduled for launch at 1:09 p.m. April 17 from
Vandenberg Air Force Base, Calif., on board a Boeing
Delta Il launch vehicle.

When you flush the toi-
let at KSC or CCAFS, where does the water go? It goes to
the CCAFS Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility lo-
cated at the north end of Scrub Jay Road. Approximately
600,000 gallons of wastewater per day, collected from
KSC and CCAFS, are treated beyond regulatory require-
ments and then discharged to the surficial aquifer via per-
colation ponds. You can take a one-hour guided tour (1-2
p.m.) of this exceptional facility during Environmental and
Energy Awareness Week April 21 and 22. Departure will
be from the EEAW Welcome Table.
