The 2007 Nobel Peace Prize was 
awarded jointly to the Intergovern-
mental Panel on Climate Change, 
and to former United States Vice 
President Al Gore, "for their efforts 
to build up and disseminate greater 
knowledge about man-made cli-
mate change, and to lay the foun-
dations for the measures that are 
needed to counteract such 
change."  
 
Quite a number of people at God-
dard in Greenbelt and at the God-
dard Institute for Space Studies in 

New York City, contributed to the 
IPCC Fourth Assessment Report 
(AR4).   
 
Also contributing was Wallops 
employee Robert H. Thomas 
(EG&G) with the Hydrospheric 
and Biospheric Sciences Labora-
tory Cryospheric Sciences 
Branch.  
 
He was a Lead Author for Chap-
ter 4 of the Working Group I’s 
Report, Observations: Changes 
in Snow, Ice and Frozen Ground. 

Va. Space Grant Offers Scholarships 
The Virginia Space Grant Con-
sortium (VSGC) has announced 
its 2008--2009 Scholarship and 
Fellowship Program.  Through 
four Scholarship/Fellowship 
programs, the VSGC awards 
nearly $300,000 annually to 
students attending member 
universities and Virginia com-
munity colleges. 
 
Graduate Research Fellow-
ships are $5,000 renewable 
awards (up to three years) of 
add-on graduate support for 
students enrolled at a Virginia 
Space Grant university pursu-
ing any field of graduate study 
in science, technology, engi-
neering or mathematics 
(STEM) with aerospace rele-
vance (Masters or Doctoral 
level). 
 
Undergraduate Research 
Scholarships are one-year, 
non-renewable support up to 
$8,500 for undergraduate stu-
dents enrolled in a Virginia 
Space Grant university pursu-
ing any field of study in sci-
ence, technology, engineering, 

or mathematics (STEM) with 
aerospace relevance and ac-
tively engaged in a research 
project. 
 
Teacher Education Science, 
Technology, Engineering and 
Mathematics (STEM) Scholar-
ships are $1,000 awards given 
to students enrolled (Fall 2008) 
at a Virginia Space Grant uni-
versity in a track that leads to 
teacher certif ication in a pre-
college setting.  Priority is 
given to those majoring in 
earth/space/environmental sci-
ence, technology education, 
mathematics, or computer sci-
ence.    
 
Students may apply during 
their senior year of high school 
or sophomore year in commu-
nity college or in any under-
graduate or graduate college 
year. 
 
Community College Scholar-
ships are $1,500 awards made 
to students enrolled at a Vir-
ginia Community College, who 
have completed at least one 

semester of coursework and 
are pursuing a program of 
study that includes coursework 
in STEM and showing an inter-
est in a career in aerospace 
related fields. 
 
The VSGC is also introducing a 
new online application proc-
ess.  More information about 
the VSGC Scholarship and Fel-
lowship Program, including a 
l ink to the application can 
be found on the VSGC web site 
at: http://www.vsgc.odu.edu/.
