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IT Security Emergency After-Hours Test Procedures
The IT Security Emergency process for after-hours notification will be tested successfully three consecutive times each year.

A successful test is NASIRC responding within 60 minutes of being initially contacted (by dialing their 800 number) and 
all Centers responding back to NASIRC’s call within 60 minutes.  (What constitutes a successful response by Centers is a voice response with NASIRC.)

The tests will be unannounced and will be initiated by the Manager of the CCITS or the Agency Deputy CIO for IT Security.  The test initiator will set the start time for NASIRC to begin contacting the Centers.  For each test CCITS will assess NASIRC’s and the Center’s responsiveness for success.
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
