Like many of his fellow fans, Dennis was fascinated at first sight, and over the years has felt the impact of 2001 as strongly as the first time he saw the film. His passion for Kubrick’s masterpiece led him to work on creating real-world exhibits and his own Internet site about the film. His experience with and fascination by technology, space exploration, and the arts helped him manage his campaign to build awareness about the landmark film as its namesake year approached.  Today, his website has grown and expanded upon the initial campaign.
Science fiction breaks the traditional barriers of conservative beliefs and offers a varied palette of possibilities.  No other film has affected society at the same level of consciousness as 2001 since its premiere in 1968.  the film as a child impacted Dennis.
