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SUBJECT:  Second Annual Space and Air Show, November 7-9, 2008

Representatives from NASA have been invited to attend three events in conjunction with the
Second Annual Space and Air Show at Kennedy Space Center, November 7-9, 2008. Delaware
North Companies Parks & Resorts (DNC) will host the events listed in this determination. 1
have determined it to be in the best interest of the Government for those NASA employees who
are invited to these events to attend in their official capacities and as representatives of NASA.
Two of these events are as follows:

I.

Air Show Kick-Off Barbeque in the Visitor Complex Rocket Garden, November 7, 2008:
DNC invited 600 people with approximately 400 people expected to attend. The
attendees include corporate and industry executives, Federal Government officials,
NASA Senior Management and NASA employees, representatives of the U.S. Air
Force's 45th Space Wing, tourism/community leaders, and academia. Food and
beverages will be served at a cost of approximately $35 per person.

A Hospitality Tent at the air show site November 8, 2008: DNC invited 600 people with
approximately 400 people expected to attend. The attendees include corporate and
industry executives, Federal Government officials, NASA Senior Management and
NASA employees, representatives of the U.S. Air Force's 45th Space Wing,
tourism/community leaders, and the members of general public who purchase a ticket for
the event. Food and beverages will be served at a cost of approximately $20 per person.
DNC will provide transportation to the causeway at a cost of $15 per person. In addition,
DNC will provide a Program Guide and a lanyard valued at $12.

I find these events meet the requirements of a “widely attended gathering” as defined in 5 C.F.R.
§2635.204(g). 1 further determine that there is an Agency interest in having NASA personnel
attend the events. These events will allow NASA employees to honor and show support for
NASA programs. In addition, these events are a forum for the attendees to disseminate
information on NASA’s ongoing activities and to discuss matters of interest to NASA with a
diverse group of fellow attendees. Accordingly, NASA employees whose duties do not
substantially affect DNC may accept an invitation for complimentary attendance at the event.



In addition, the DNC may give each invitee to the hospitality tent a program guide and a lanyard,
with an aggregate value of approximately $12.00. DNC is also hosting air show performers fora
cocktail reception, valued at $15 per person, for invited guests on the evening of November 8,
which is not a widely attended gathering. Employees may accept the program guide and a
lanyard as well as the cocktail reception subject to the overall $50 cap. Invitees are reminded of
the $20 gift exception at 5 C.F.R. § 2635.204(a), which provides that employees may accept gifts
valued at no more than $20 per occasion. NASA invitees are also reminded of the $50 cap on
gifts from one source in a calendar year.

NASA employees whose duties may substantially affect DNC, such as by way of procurement
duties, should seek an individual determination from the Chief Counsel’s Office pursuant to
5 C.F.R. §2635.204(2)(3)(1) regarding participation in this event.
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
