SUBJECT: Nominations for the 2016 H. Julian Allen Award (due July 11)

The Ames Office of the Chief Scientist is now accepting nominations for consideration for the 2016 H. Julian Allen Award. 

The H. Julian Allen Award recognizes a scientific or engineering paper of outstanding technical merit and significance. It truly is one of NASA Ames' highest honors.

Any Ames employee may nominate a scientific or engineering paper of outstanding significance for recognition. 

To be eligible to receive the H. Julian Allen Award, nominees must meet the following criteria:
1) Be a current civil servant at ARC; 
2) Be the senior author of the paper; 
3) The majority of the work must have been done at ARC;  
4) The nominated paper must be at least 2-3 years old and have measurable impact; 
5) The nominated paper must have passed through a peer-review in order to be published. 

All nominations must be made by someone other than the author(s). Each nomination must be accompanied by the following information: 

1) A copy of the nominated paper. 
2) A succinct memorandum addressing the following criteria: 
- Statement of importance of problem addressed by the paper; 
- Degree to which the paper contributes to solving the problem; 	
- Description of key innovative contributions of the paper; 
- Impact of the paper on general field of research; 
- Degree of contributions by each author; 
- Supporting background material. 

3) Two letters of support from outside of ARC that assess the impact of the work in its field of study.

Awardees will receive a $10,000 honorarium, a plaque, and will be required to give a lecture to the Center. Only one H. Julian Allen Award will be bestowed for FY16.

To have your nomination considered for the 2016 H. Julian Allen Award, please submit an electronic copy (PDF format) of the nomination package (nomination memorandum, copy of the nominated paper, letters of support, and supporting material) to Dr. Jacob Cohen (jacob.cohen-1@nasa.gov). All nominations will be evaluated by a peer-review committee.
