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Pre-Assembly Check List
If printed with a brim, make sure 
all edges are clean/undisturbed. 

Pieces are designed to press fit 
together but glue is recommended 
for a permanent solution. Super-
glue or hobby glue work well. 

To make sure clearances are cor-
rect: fit together without glue first, 
then make any adjustments before 
gluing together.  

Fit Wings to Body Parts. 

Left Wing  Body
Left Wing will fit into the open area 
on the left side of the body.

Right Wing  Body
Right Body has an opening that  
allows a longer section of the 
Right Wing to extend through both 
the Right and Left Body halves. 
Push the Right Wing into place  
on the Right Body section, making 
sure the wing piece extends 
through the body section. 



Joining Bodies
Push 2 halves together. The Right 
Wing section should also fit into 
part of the Left Body section, 
helping to better stabilize the 
model.
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Attach Nose Pieces
Glue, sand, and finish your model.
