FLIGHT SAFETY AWARD
CRITERIA
To be eligible for this award, nominees must meet at least one of the following criteria:

A. [bookmark: _GoBack]Contributed significantly to the prevention of a mishap that could cause loss of the vehicle, crew, or mission objective.
B. Identified, reported, or corrected a safety hazard that could directly cause a serious mishap to the vehicle, crew, or mission. 
C. Suggested an idea for improving flight safety, thereby preventing the probability of crew injury during a mission.
D. Exhibited timely and effective reaction to an emergency.
RECOGNITION
The award consists of:

(1) Congratulatory letter signed by the highest level of management from the nominating NASA Center and/or contractor organization; and
(2) Trophy.
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
